« LB Patrick Queen signed a three-year contract with Pittshurgh this offseason. He
started all 67 regular-season games in his four-year career with Baltimore (2020-
23). Queen registered 453 tackles (296 solo), 13.5 sacks, five forced fumbles, six
fumble recoveries, four interceptions and 15 passes defensed.

WILSON JOINS PITTSBURGH

Nine-time Pro Bowl and Super Bow! XLVIIl winning QB Russell Wilson signed a
one-year contract with Pittshurgh this offseason.

Wilson has recorded more wins (124) in his first 12 NFL seasons, including the
postseason, than every quarterback in League history apart from Peyton Manning
(140), Tom Brady (140) and Brett Favre (125).

Wilson has thrown for at least 3,000 yards every season since entering the NFL in
2012. He has eclipsed 4,000 passing yards in four seasons and registered at least
30 passing TDs on five occasions. Wilson has completed 64.7 percent of his passes,
thrown for 334 TDs and 106 interceptions.

Wilson ranks 12th in NFL regular-season history in passing TDs (334), 13th in
victories (115) and 18th in passing yards (43,653). Among signal callers with at
least 150 career starts in the NFL, Wilson ranks second in League regular-season
history in passer rating (100.0), second in TD/INT ratio (3.2) and 10th in win
percentage (.614).

Wilson has also rushed for 5,307 yards and 23 TDs on 981 carries (5.4 avg.). He
is the only quarterback in NFL history to throw for more than 40,000 yards while
rushing for at least 5,000 yards.

Wilson ranks third in TD passes, fourth in completions, fourth in passing
yards, sixth in passer rating and 10th in completion percentage among active
quarterbacks since entering the League in 2012.

Wilson has led his teams to double-digit wins in eight different seasons, eight
playoff appearances, two Super Bowl berths and a Super Bowl XLVIII win.
