LB Patrick Queen signed a three-year contract with Pittsburgh this offseason. He
started all 67 regular-season games in his four-year career with Baltimore (2020-
23). Queen registered 453 tackles (296 solo), 13.5 sacks, five forced fumbles, six
fumble recoveries, four interceptions and 15 passes defensed.

In2023, Queen earned Pro Bowl and Associated Press second-team All-Pro honors
for the first time in his career.

Queen was also named Associated Press Defensive Rookie of the Year in 2020.

He was one of three linebackers (also Demario Davis and Haason Reddick) to post
atleast nine tackles for loss in each of the last four seasons.

Queen became the third defender in Baltimore franchise history (Ray Lewis, eight;
C.J. Mosley, three) to record three seasons with at least 100 tackles, one forced
fumble and one fumble recovery.

He finished with 10 tackles (five solo) and one pass defensed in the Week 14
victory vs. Cleveland. He registered his third double-digit tackle game of the
season and 11th of his career (2020-24).

Queen finished with a season-high, and career-high tying, 13 tackles (six solo)
and one tackle for loss in the Week 6 victory at Las Vegas.

He led the Steelers with 10 tackles (three solo) while adding one forced fumble,
one fumble recovery and one tackle for loss in the Week 11 victory vs. Baltimore.
Queen both forced and recovered Isaiah Likely’s fumble on Baltimore’s second-to-
last drive of the first half, which gave the Steelers the ball at the Ravens’ 19-yard
line (Steelers would add a field goal on the ensuing drive).

He registered his first forced fumble, first fumble recovery and first takeaway of
the season.

Queen has recorded six forced fumbles, seven fumble recoveries and 11
takeaways in his career (2020-24).

He is one of just three NFL defenders to post at least four interceptions, six forced
fumbles and seven fumble recoveries since 2020 when he entered the league.

It was the first blocked punt for Pittsburgh since Week 11 at L.A. Chargers (Nov.
21,2021). Killebrew registered that blocked punt as well.

Killebrew “blocked” a New England punt early in the fourth quarter that set up a
Pittsburgh scoring drive that cut the Patriots deficit to 21-18in Week 14 (the punt
went past the line of scrimmage so not officially a blocked punt).

Infact, Killebrew signed with the Steelersin 2021, and his three blocked punts are
tied for the most by any team in the League, let alone individual player.
