Jaylen Warren rushed for 32 yards on six carries (5.3 avg.) on the drive.
Pittsburgh registered five takeaways, including four forced fumbles. The Steelers’
five takeaways are tied for the most in the League this season.

Miles Killebrew blocked a Baltimore punt with 11:12 remaining in the fourth
quarter that resulted in a safety and cut the Steelers deficit to 10-5in Week 5.

It was the first blocked punt for Pittsburgh since Week 11 at L.A. Chargers (Nov.
21,2021). Killebrew registered that blocked punt as well.

Killebrew “blocked” a New England punt early in the fourth quarter that set up a
Pittsburgh scoring drive that cut the Patriots deficit to 21-18 in Week 14 (the punt
went past the line of scrimmage so not officially a blocked punt).

Infact, Killebrew signed with the Steelers in 2021, and his three blocked punts are
tied for the most by any team in the League, let alone individual player.
Killebrew leads the NFL with three punts blocked since the start of the 2021
season.

His four career blocked punts are tied for the most by any active player in the
League.

BREAKING DOWN THE ROSTER

Pittsburgh has a 52-man roster that is composed of 23 offensive players, 26
defensive players and three specialists.

Of the 52 players on the Steelers’ roster, 44 of them (84.6 percent) were draft
picks, including 28 selected by Pittsburgh (53.8 percent).

The Steelers have 10 players that were drafted in the first round and five were
selected by Pittsburgh.

Pittsburgh has eight players on the roster that began their careers as undrafted
free agents, including two who originally signed with the Steelers.

32.7 percent of the players (17 of 52) on Pittsburgh’s roster entered the league as
asixth-round or seventh-round pick or as an undrafted player.

0f the 52 players on the roster, 16 of them (30.8 percent) are 30 years old or
younger and eight players (15.4 percent) are 24 years old or younger.

Heyward and LB T.J. Watt were picked to serve as defensive captains and S
Miles Killebrew was chosen to serve as the special teams captain.

Heyward was selected as a captain for the 11th consecutive year (2015-25).

Only one player in franchise history has been selected captain more than Heyward
- Ben Roethlisberger (13).

Watt was named captain for the fifth time in his career (2020, 2022-25).
Killebrew was named captain for the fourth time (2022-25).

Rodgers was named a team captain for the 15th time in his career, and his first as
a member of the Steelers. He previously served as a 12-time captain with Green
Bay and a two-time captain with N.Y. Jets.

INSIDE THE SCHEDULE

« Pittshurgh is set to play in four primetime games during the 2025 regular season
and will make its first international appearance since 2013.

The Steelers will face off against Minnesota in Week 4 on Sunday, Sept. 28, with
kickoff set for 9:30 a.m. ET (NFL Network) at Croke Park in Dublin, Ireland. The
Steelers will serve as the home team for this historic matchup.

This game marks a significant milestone as the first-ever regular season NFL game
to be played in Ireland. It also brings the Steelers back to familiar ground—
they're one of only two NFL teams to have played in Ireland before, having taken
on the Chicago Bears in a 1997 preseason game at Croke Park.

The Steelers return edto Acrisure Stadium for their home opener in Week 2,
playing host to Seattle at T p.m. ET on Sept. 14 (FOX). Since Acrisure Stadium
opened in 2001, Pittsburgh s 18-7 (.720) in home openers. This was the fifth time
the Steelers have opened their home slate against Seattle.

Pittsburgh extends its streak to 21 consecutive years with at least one Monday
Night Football game when they play host to Miami in Week 15 at 8:15 p.m. ET
on Dec. 15 (ESPN). Since MNF debuted in 1970, the Steelers have played in 79
contests and hold a 54-25 record. Pittshurgh’s 54 victories and .684 winning
percentage on MNF are best in the NFL. The Steelers have won 22 consecutive
home games on Monday Night Football.

Pittshurgh will be featured as part of Thursday Night Football. The Steelers travel
to Cincinnati in Week 7 at 8:15 p.m. ET on Oct. 16 (Prime Video).

Pittsburgh also appears twice on Sunday Night Football (NBC). The Steelers play
host to Green Bay in Week 8 at 8:20 p.m. ET on Oct. 26 and travel to the L.A.
Chargers in Week 10 at 8:20 p.m. ET on Nov. 9, both airing nationally on NBC.
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BOSWELL, HEYWARD AND WATT NAMED 2024 NFL ALL-PRO

« K Chris Boswell and DT Cameron Heyward were named First Team All-Pro in
2024, and LB T.J. Watt was named Second Team All-Pro, by the Associated Press.

- It marked the fourth time in Heyward’s career that he garnered AP First Team
All-Pro honors, while Boswell earned his first-team All-Pro for the first time in his
career. It marked the fifth time in Watt's eight-year career that he gamered either
AP First Team (2019-21, 2023) or Second Team (2024) All-Pro honors.

« Boswell, selected for his second Pro Bowl, led the NFL in field goals made (41),
points by a kicker (158) and field goal percentage (93.2, min. 35 FGA), and ranked
second in field goals attempted (44) in 2024. His franchise-record 41 field goals
made were the most by a kicker since David Akers in 2011 (44) and second-most
by a kicker since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger. Boswell’s 158 points — also a franchise
record for points by a kicker — was tied for the fifth-most by a kicker since the
1970 AFL-NFL merger.

« Heyward, who joined Joe Greene as the only interior defensive linemen in
franchise history to be voted AP First Team All-Pro four times, registered 71
tackles (35 solo), 8.0 sacks, 11 passes defensed, 12 tackles for loss and 19 QB hits
in 2024. Among defensive tackles, Heyward ranked first in passes defensed (11),
tied for second in tackles for loss (12), tied for second in QB hits (19), third in
tackles (70) and third in sacks (8.0). He was the only defensive tackle in the NFL
that ranked among the top three in the League in each category.

« Heyward, who was selected for his seventh Pro Bowl, has recorded six seasons
of 8.0+ sacks, which is tied for the fourth-most by a defensive tackle since 1982.
